ERNACT -European Regions Network for the Application of Communications Technology-in conjunction with  Donegal County Enterprise Board have secured funding to run a six-month eBusiness programme in County Donegal. The €268,000 initiative is funded by the Enterprise and Entrepreneurship programme of the EC and it is called the One4All eBusiness project.

The project’s four partner regions are: Donegal, Kainuu (Finland), Cantabria (Spain) and Brandenburg (Germanay). These four regions share the problem that even though overall ICT uptake by the business community has improved dramatically during the last 3 years, micro enterprises are still lagging behind. The One4All eBusiness project will transfer the Nature Craft Kainuu (“NCK”) best practice eBusiness model to the 3 other EU regions, Cantabria, Donegal and Brandenburg. 
This project will recruit several microbusinesses in Donegal to advance their eBusiness and online marketing skills, thus enabling them to be more competitive in the global economy. Additionally, the project will create international eBusiness networking opportunities for small businesses in County Donegal,.
